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Eligible candidates:

All young scientists following the definition used for the Jean Leray award of the ESB will have (1) the possibility of being a candidate for the YSF board and (2) completing a voting ballot. 

Voting procedure:

Candidates who wish to apply for a Board position can send their CV to the secretary (frank.feyerabend@gkss.de) of the YSF until June 31st 2009. All candidates with their corresponding CV (1/2 A4 page, see template) will be posted on the YSF website. The voting ballots will be sent via e-mail to the people eligible to vote. The completed voting ballots which will be available soon have to be sent before August 15th 2009. 

Duration of board membership:

All board members will be installed after being elected. A term as board member will last for 4 years. Board members can be re-elected one time for another 4 years for the same or another board function.

Board composition

The YSF will always aim to have an elected team that is composed of as much different European countries as possible to allow a good representation of young scientists all over Europe. In case this is applicable and possible, a maximum of 2 members per country will be applied.
